3. Doing

We must use our sword.

e Find ways to integrate the Word in your life — commute, exercising, reading
Hear the Word
e Preached, taught, shared
e Life Groups, men’s and lady’s prayer, church
e Preach to yourself — M. Lloyd-Jones “The main art in the matter of spiritual living is to know how
to handle yourself. You have to take yourself in hand, you have to address yourself, preach to
yourself, question yourself.”
Memorize the Word
e 24,365 we can be taught and empowered by the Spirit, we can preach and proclaim the Gospel,
become like Christ, root out and remove falsehood, overcome temptation and when we sin we
can kill it in our lives, behold God, etc,.
